Without 

demanding, the red-haired pianist – Pinot Freyheit by name – has the slightly dimmed cabaret in her grasp with velvety grace, rapt 

listeners hanging on to every one of her sounds and their beguiling dynamic tension. While she playfully switches with haunting soul 

back and forth between major and minor keys, adding and subtracting sharps & flats, vacillating between forte and pianissimo, the world 

sometimes turns on its axis a little bit slower and sometimes a little faster.
